DESCRIPTION OF LAYERS IN AN AQUIFER

Confining Layer - a layer of material with low
permeability that bounds an aquifer and limits flow of
water

Unconfined Aquifer - an aquifer that is connected to
the surface so its upper surface can rise and fall
Unsaturated Zone - the portion of the subsurface
above the groundwater table.

Saturated Zone - encompasses the area below
ground

Confined Aquifer — aquifers in which an impermeable
dirt/rock layer exists that prevents water from seeping
into the aquifer from the ground surface located
directly above

Artesian Well - a well from which water flows under
natural pressure without pumping

Permeability — a measure of the degree to which the
pore spaces are connected

Porosity — measured as a fraction of the volume of
voids over the total volume

Consolidated Rock - rock that is firm and coherent,
solidified, or cemented
