Land Code Governance: Managing Interests and Rights

Designated Lands
First Nations are not restricted
by the terms of a designation if
no interests were granted on
the designated lands.

Continuing Interests
Interests active when the land
code comes into force will
continue under their current
terms and conditions.

Members’ Rights

Existing rights of members in lawful
possession of First Nation land,
including the ability to transfer,
lease and share in natural resource
revenues, are defined in the land
code.

New Interests and Licences

New interests, land rights, or
licences can only be acquired \E O
or granted in accordance with m
the land code.
